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SECTION B: INSTRUCTIONS TO APPLICANTS 

INTRODUCTION 

1. Eligible Tenderers 

1.1 This invitation for tenders is open to all tenderers eligible as described in the tender documents. 

Successful tenderers shall complete the supply of services by the intended completion date specified 

in the tender documents. 

1.2 Tenderers shall provide the qualification information statement that the tenderer ( including all 

members of a joint venture and subcontractors) is not associated, or have been associated in the past, 

directly or indirectly, with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engage  by the procuring 

entity to provide consulting services for the preparation of the design, specifications and other 

documents to be used for the procurement of the services under this invitation for tenders. 

1.3 Tenderers shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices. 

 

2. Eligible services 

2.1 All services to be supplied under the contract shall be as stated on the schedules of requirements and 

technical specifications 

 

3. Cost of Tendering 

3.1 The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its tender, and the 

procuring entity, will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or 

outcome of the tendering process.

5. Clarification of documents

6.3  Prospective applicants shall promptly acknowledge receipt of each addendum in writing. In order to 

afford prospective applicants reasonable time to take an addendum into account in preparing their 

applications, Procuring Entity may at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of tenders. 

PREPARATION OF THE TENDER 

7. Language of the Tender 

7.1 The tender prepared by the tenderer, as well as all the correspondences and documents relating to the 

tender exchanged by the tenderer and Procuring Entity, shall be written in English and/or French 

provided accurate translation of the tender documents and any other literature are provided 

 

8. Documents comprising the tender 

The tender prepared by the tenderer shall comprise the following components: 

a. Tender Form and a Price Schedule completed in accordance with clause 9,10 and 11 below 

b. Documentary evidence established in accordance with clause 12 that the tenderer is eligible to 

tender and is qualified to perform the contract if its tender is accepted. 

c. Documentary evidence established in accordance with clause 13 that the services to be supplied by 

the tenderer are eligible services and conform to the tender of the documents. 

d. Statement of verification that not debarred in the matter of Public Procurement in accordance with 

the Cameroon procurement Code regulations Decree No; and 

e. Tender security if asked for; furnished in accordance with clause 14 

 

9. Tender Form 

9.1 The tenderer shall complete the tender form and the appropriate Price schedule the unit prices and 

total tender price of the services it proposes to supply under the contract 

 

10. Tender Prices 

10.1 The tenderer shall indicate on the appropriate Price Schedule the unit prices and total tender 

prices of the services it proposes to supply under the contract. 

10.2 Prices indicated on the price schedule shall be entered separately in the following manner; 

i. The price of the services quoted, including all custom duties and sales and other taxes already paid 

and payable;

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ii. Charges for inland transportation, insurance and other local costs incidental to the delivery of the 

services to the final destination. 

10.3 Prices quoted by the tenderer shall be fixed during the tender’s performance of the contract and 

not subject to variation on any account. A tender submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be 

treated as non-responsive and will be rejected, pursuant to clause 22. 

11. Tender Currencies 

11.1 Prices shall be quoted in Local currency (FCFA). No other currencies will be accepted. 

 

12. Tenderers Eligibility and Qualifications 

12.1 Pursuant to clause 1 of section III, the tenderer shall furnish as part of its tender, the documents 

establishing the tenders, documents establishing the tenderer eligibility to tender and its 

qualifications to perform the contract if its tender is accepted. 

12.2 The documentary evidence of the tenderers eligibility to tender shall establish to the Procuring 

Entity’s satisfaction that the tenderer, at the time of submission of its tender, is from eligible source 

country as defined under clause 1.  

12.3 The documentary evidence of the tender’s qualification to perform the contract if its tender is 

accepted shall establish to the Procuring Entity’s satisfaction: 

a. That the tenderer has the financial, technical and production capability necessary to perform the 

contract. 

b. That, in the case of a tenderer not doing business within Cameroon, the tenderer is or will be if 

awarded the contract be represented by an agent in Cameroon equipped, and able to carry out the 

obligations prescribed in the Conditions of the Contract and/or Technical Specifications. 

 

13. Services eligibility and conformity to the tender document 

13.1 Pursuant to clause 2 of this section, the tenderer shall furnish, as part of its tender, documents 

establishing the eligibility and conformity to the tender documents of all services which the tenderer 

proposes to supply under the contract. 

13.2 The documentary evidence of conformity of the services to the tender documents may be in the 

form of literatures, drawings, and data and shall consist of: 

a. A detailed description of the essential technical and performance characteristics of the services. 

b. A clause-by-clause commentary on the Procuring Entity’s technical specifications demonstrating 

substantial responsiveness of the service to those specifications, or a statement of deviations and 

exceptions to the provisions of the Technical Specifications. 

13.3 For purposes of the commentary to be furnished pursuant to clause 13.2 (b) above, the tenderer 

shall note that standards for the workmanship, material and equipment, as well as the references to 

brand names or catalogue numbers designated by Procuring Entity in its Technical specifications, are 

intended to be descriptive only and not restrictive. The tenderer may substitute alternative standards, 

brand names, and/or catalogue numbers in its tender, provided that it demonstrates to the Procuring 

Entity’s satisfaction that the substitutions ensure substantial equivalence in those designated in the 

Technical Specifications. 

 

14. Tender Security 

14.1 The tender security is required to protect Procuring Entity against the risk of the tenderers 

conduct which would warrant the security’s forfeiture, pursuant to clause 14.7 

14.2 The tender security shall be denominated in FCFA and shall be in form of a bank guarantee or a 

bank draft issued but a reputable bank located in Cameroon. In the form provided in the tender 

documents or another form acceptable to Procuring Entity and valid for (30) days beyond the validity 

date of the tender 
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14.3 Any tender not secured in accordance with clause 14.1 and 14.3 above will be rejected by 

Procuring Entity as non-responsive, pursuant to clause 22 

14.4 Unsuccessful tenderers tender security will be discharged or returned as promptly as possible but 

not later than (30) days after the expiration of the period of the tender validity prescribed by the 

Procuring Entity 

14.5 The successful tenderers tender security will be discharged upon the tenderer signing the 

contract, pursuant to clause and furnishing performance security, pursuant to clause 31. 

14.6 The tender security maybe forfeited 

a. If the tenderer withdraws its tender during the period of tender validity specified by the 

procuring entity on the tender Form; or 

b. In the case of a successful tenderer, if the tenderer fails: 

I.  To sign the contract in accordance with clause 30 or 

II. To furnish performance security in accordance with clause 

 

15. Validity of the Tenders 

15.1 Tenders shall remain valid for a period 90 days after the date of the tender opening 

prescribed by the procuring entity, pursuant to clause 18. A tender valid for a shorter period shall 

be rejected by the procuring entity as non-responsive. 

15.2 In exceptional circumstances, the procuring entity may solicit the Tenderers consent to 

an extension of the period of validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in 

writing. The tender security provided under clause 14 shall also be suitably extended. A tenderer 

may refuse the request without forfeiting its tender security. A tenderer granting the request will 

not be required nor permitted to modify its tender. 

 

16. Format and Signing of Application 

The tender document shall be without alterations, omissions or conditions except as necessary to correct 

errors made by the applicant, in which case such corrections shall be initialled by person or persons 

signing prequalification. Further; 

16.2 The applicants shall prepare three copies of the tender, clearly marking each ’ORIGINAL 

TENDER’ and the other two as ’COPY OF TENDER’ as appropriate. In the event of any 

discrepancy between them, the original shall govern. 

16.3 The original and all copies of the tender shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be 

signed by the tenderer or a person or persons duly authorized to bind the tenderer of the contract on 

behalf of the applicant. The latter authorisation shall be indicated by written power-of-attorney 

accompanying the tender. All pages of the tender except the unamended printed literature shall be 

initialled by the person or persons signing the tender document. 

17. Submission of Tenders 

17.1 The applicants shall seal the original and the copies of the tender in separate envelopes, duly

17.4 The sealed envelopes shall also indicate the name of the tenderer to enable the tender to be 

returned unopened in case it is declared ’late’. 

 

18. Deadline for submission of Tenders 

18.1 Tenders must be received by the Procuring entity at the address specified under paragraph 17.2 

on or before 22 November 2025 at 1700hrs.  

18.2 The procuring entity may, at its discretion, extend this deadline for the submission of tenders by 

amending the tender documents in accordance with clause 6 in which case all rights and obligations 

of the Procuring entity and candidates previously subject to the deadline will thereafter be subject to 

the deadline as extended. 

Please note that late submission of documents will not be accepted. Canvassing for tenders by 

bidders/applicants or by proxy shall lead to automatic disqualification. 

19. Modification and withdrawal of tenders 

19.1 The tenderer may modify or withdraw its tender after the tender’s submission, provided that 

written notice of the modification, including substitution or withdrawal of the tenders, is received by 

Procuring Entity prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of tenders 

19.2 The tenderers modification or withdrawal notice shall be prepared, sealed, marked and 

dispatched in accordance with the provisions of clause 17. A withdrawal notice may be sent by email, 

but followed by a signed confirmation copy, postmarked no later than the deadline for submission of 

tenders. 

19.3 No tender may be modified after the deadline for submission of tenders 

19.4 No tender may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of the tenders 

and the expiration of the period of tender validity specified by the tenderer on the Tender form. 

Withdrawal of a tender during this interval may result in the tenderers forfeiture of its tender security, 

pursuant to clause 14.6 

20. Cost of Application 

20.1 The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its tender, and 

the procuring entity, will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct 

or outcome of the tendering process   

OPENING AND EVALUATION OF TENDERS 

21. Opening of tenders 

21.1 The opening of the tenders will take place at the Procuring Entity Conference Room on 25 

November 2025 at 1300hrs (local time), in the presence of the bidders or their representatives, by the 

Procuring Entity Procurement Board. The tenderer representatives who are present shall sign a 

register evidencing their attendance. 

21.2 The tenderers names, tender modifications or withdrawals, tender prices, discounts, and the 

presence or absence of requisite tender security and such other details as the Procuring Entity, at its 

discretion, may consider appropriate, will be announced at the opening. 

21.3 The Procuring Entity Secretariat will prepare minutes of the tender opening 

22. Clarification of tenders 

22.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of tenders, the Procuring Entity may, at 

its discretion, ask the tenderer for a clarification of its tender. The request for clarification and the 
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response shall be in writing, no change in the request for clarification and the response shall be in 

writing, and no change in the prices or substance of the tender shall be sought, offered or permitted 

22.2 Any effort by the tenderer to influence the Procuring Entity in the tender evaluation, tender 

comparison or contract award decisions may result in the rejection of the tenderers tender  

 

23. Preliminary Examination 

23.1 The Procuring Entity will examine the tenders to determine whether they are complete, whether 

any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether 

the documents have been properly signed, and whether the tenders are generally in order. 

23.2 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the 

unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price 

shall prevail, and the total price shall be corrected. If the candidate does not accept the correction of 

errors, its tender will be rejected, and its tender security may be forfeited. If there is a discrepancy 

between words and figures, the amount in words will prevail. 

23.3 The Procuring Entity may waive any minor informality or nonconformity or irregularity which 

does not constitute a material deviation, provided such a waiver does not prejudice or affect the 

relative ranking of any tenderer 

23.4 Prior to the detailed evaluation, pursuant to clause 24, the procuring entity will determine the 

substantial responsiveness of each tender to the tender documents. For the purposes of these 

paragraphs, a substantially responsive tender is one which conforms to all the terms and conditions of 

the tender documents without material deviations. The Procuring Entity’s determination of a tender’s 

responsiveness is based on the contents of the tender itself without recourse to extrinsic evidence. 

23.5 If a tender is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Procuring Entity and may not 

subsequently be made responsive by the tenderer by correction of the nonconformity 

 

24. Evaluation and comparison of tenders 

24.1 The comparison shall be the price of the services offered, such price to include all costs, as well 

as the duties and taxes paid or payable on the components and raw material incorporated or to be 

incorporated in the services 

24.2 The procuring entity’s evaluation of attender will take into account, in addition to the tender price 

and the price of incidental service, the following factors, in the manner and to the extent indicated in 

clause 24.3 and in the technical specifications; 

a. Delivery schedule 

b. Deviations in the payment schedule from that specified in the Special conditions of Contract; 

c. The cost of service 

24.3 Pursuant to clause 24.2 the following evaluation methods will be applied: 

a. Delivery Schedule 

i. The procuring entity requires that the services under the invitation for Tenders shall be 

delivered at the time specified in the Schedule of Requirements. Tenders offering 

deliveries longer than the procuring entity’s required delivery time will be treated as non-

responsive and rejected 

b. Deviation in payment schedule 

Tenderers shall state their tender price for the payment of schedule outlined in the special 

conditions of contract. Tenders will be evaluated on the basis of this base price. Tenderers are, 

however, permitted to state an alternative payment schedule and indicate the reduction in the 

tender price they wish to offer for such alternative payment schedule. The procuring entity may 

consider the alternative payment schedule offered by the selected tenderer 
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25. Contacting the procuring entity 

26.1 Subject to clause 22, no tenderer shall contact the Procuring entity on any matter relating 

to its tender, from the time of the tender opening to the time the contract is awarded. 

26.2 Any effort by a tenderer to influence the Procuring entity in its decisions on tender 

evaluation, tender comparison, or contract award may result in the rejection of the Tenderers 

tender. 

AWARD OF CONTRACT 

26. Post-qualification actions 

26.1 In the absence of prequalification, the Procuring Entity will determine to its satisfaction whether the 

tenderer that is selected as having submitted the lowest evaluated responsive tender is qualified to 

perform the contract satisfactorily 

26.2 The determination will take into account the financial, technical and production capabilities. It will be 

based upon the examination of the documentary evidence of th tenderers qualifications submitted by 

the tenderer, pursuant to clause 12.3, as well as such other information as the Procuring Entity deems 

necessary and appropriate 

26.3 The affirmative determination will be a prerequisite for award of the contract to the tenderer. A 

negative determination will result in rejection of the Tenderers tender, in which event the Procuring 

Entity will proceed to the next lowest evaluated tender to make a similar determination of those 

Tenderers capabilities to perform satisfactorily. 

 

27. Award criteria 

27.1 Subject to clause 9, 24 and 29 and the Procuring Entity will award the contract to the successful 

tenderer(s) whose tender has been determined to be substantially responsive and has been determined 

to be the lowest evaluated tender, provided further that the tenderer is determined to be qualified to 

perform the contract satisfactorily for award of one residential property where applicable. 

 

28. Procuring Entity’s right to vary quantities 

28.1 The Procuring Entity reserves the right at the time of the contract award to increase or decrease 

the quantity of services originally specified in the Schedule of requirements without any change in 

the unit price or other terms and conditions. 

 

29. Procuring Entity’s right to accept or reject all Tenders 

29.1 Procuring Entity reserves the right to accept or reject any tender, and to annul the tendering 

process and reject all tenders, at any time prior to award of contract, without thereby incurring any 

liability to the affected (s) or any obligation to inform the affected tenderers of the grounds for 

Procuring Entity’s action. 

 

30. Notification of Qualified Applicants 

30.1 Prior to the expiration of the period tender validity, the Procuring Entity will notify the successful 

tenderer validity, the Procuring Entity will notify the successful tenderer in writing that its tender has 

been accepted 

30.2 The notification of the award will constitute the formation of the contract. 

30.3 Upon successful tenderers furnishing of the performance security pursuant to clause, the 

Procuring Entity will promptly notify each unsuccessful tenderer and will discharge its tender 

security, pursuant to clause 14. 

 

31. Signing of the contract 

31.1 At the same time as the Procuring Entity notifies the successful tenderer that its tender has been 

accepted, the Procuring Entity will send the tenderer the contract form provided in the tender 

documents, incorporating all agreements between the parties 
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31.2 Within (30) days of the receipt of the contract form, the successful tenderer shall sign and date 

the contract and return it to the Procuring Entity 

 

32. Performance Security 

32.1 Within (30) days of the receipt of notification of award from the procuring entity, the successful 

tenderer shall furnish the performance security in accordance with the conditions of the contract, in 

the Performance Security Form provided in the tender documents, or in another form acceptable to 

the Procuring Entity 

32.2 Failure of the successful tenderer to comply with the requirement of clause 31 or 32 shall 

constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the tender security, in 

which event the Procuring Entity may make the award to the next lowest evaluated Candidate or 

call for new tenders. 

 

33. Corrupt and fraudulent practices 

33.1 Procuring Entity requires that tenderers observe the highest standards of ethics during the 

procurement process and execution of contracts. In pursuance of this policy, The Procuring Entity: - 

a) Defines for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: 

i. "Corrupt practices" means offering a bribe, giving, receiving or soliciting or anything of 

value to influence the action of an official in the procurement process or in contract 

execution; and 

ii. "Fraudulent practice" means a misrepresentation in order to influence a procurement 

process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of Procuring Entity and includes 

collusive practice among applicant (prior to or after prequalification submission) 

designed to establish prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive Procuring 

Entity of the benefits of free and open completion. 

b) Procuring Entity will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the applicant recommended 

for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices completing for the contract in question. 

c) Procuring Entity will declare a firm ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, 

to be awarded any contract if at any time determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt or 

fraudulent practises in competing for, or in executing a contract 

33.2 Furthermore, tenderers shall be aware of the provision stated in the General conditions of the 

contract 
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SECTION C: GENERAL CONDITIONS OF THE CONTRACT 

1. Definitions 

1.1 In this Contract, the following terms shall be interpreted as indicated; 

“The Completion Date” means the date of completion of the Works as certified by the Project Manager. 

“The Contract” means the agreement entered into between Procuring Entity and the Tenderer, as recorded 

in the Contract Form signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and all 

documents incorporated by reference therein. 

“The Tenderer” refers to the person or corporate body whose tender to carry out the Works has been 

accepted by Procuring Entity. 

“The Contract Price” means the price payable to the tenderer under the contract for the full and proper 

performance of its contractual obligations. 

“Days” are calendar days; “Months” are calendar months. 

“A Defect” is any part of the Works not completed in accordance with the Contract. 

“The Defects Liability Certificate” is the certificate issued by Project Manager upon correction of defects 

by the Tenderer. 

“The Defects Liability Period” is the period named in the Contract Data and calculated from the 

Completion Date. 

“Drawings” include calculations and other information provided or approved by the Project Manager for 

the execution of the Contract. 

“Dayworks” are Work inputs subject to payment on a time basis for labour and the associated materials 

and plant. 

The “Procuring entity” is the party who employs the Tenderer to carry out the Works herein referred as 

APSTA. 

“Materials” are all supplies, including consumables, used by the Tenderer for incorporation in the Works. 

“Plant” is any integral part of the Works that shall have a mechanical, electrical, chemical, or biological 

function. 

“Project Manager” is the person named in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract who is responsible for 

supervising the execution of the Works and administering the Contract and shall be an 

“Architect” or a “Quantity Surveyor” registered under Architects and Quantity Surveyors or an 

“Engineer” registered by the approved national regulatory authority. 

“Specifications” means the Specifications of the Works included in the Contract and any modification or 

addition made or approved by the Project Manager. 

“Start Date” is the latest date when the Tenderer shall commence execution of the Works. It does not 

necessarily coincide with the Site possession date(s). 
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“A Subcontractor” is a person or corporate body who has a Contract with the Contractor to carry out a 

part of the Work in the Contract, which includes Work on the Site. 

“A Variation” is an instruction given by the Project Manager which varies the Works. 

“The Works” are what the Contract requires the Contractor to construct, install, and turnover to the 

Employer, as defined in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract. 

2. Language and Law 

2.1 Language of the Contract and the law governing the Contract shall be English and French 

languages in accordance with the Laws of the Republic of the Government of Cameroon 

respectively unless otherwise stated. 

3. Application 

3.1 This General condition shall apply in all Contracts made by the procuring entity for the 

procurement of services
