The UN and Ghana jointly announced on 
Friday that December’s UN Peacekeeping 
Ministerial meeting will be hosted in Accra, 
at a time when some African nations are 
questioning the value of having ‘blue helmets’ 
on their soil.

The gathering of defence ministers and 
others committed to peacekeeping 
efforts will focus on civilian protection, 
addressing misinformation and 
disinformation, promoting safety and 
security, protecting mental health, and 
boosting the pivotal role of women 
in UN missions. Ghana’s Foreign 

Minister Shirley Ayorkor Botchwey, 
together with senior UN officials, 
said the flagship biennial meeting 
will help secure political support and 
generate pledges to strengthen UN 
Peacekeeping, in line with Action for 
Peacekeeping and A4P+. The meeting 
is the fifth ministerial summit overall 
and the first to take place in Africa
